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Why are they called “Sacraments”?


The word “sacrament” comes from the Latin word  “sacramentum”. Within the Roman army recruits had to take a military oath called a sacramentum which is an oath of loyalty, then they were often branded or tattooed with the emperor’s mark – this was so that if they deserted they could be identified easily.

 Later the early Fathers began to use the word sacramentum in a Christian context, perhaps seeing a similarity between the soldier’s oath of loyalty and the newly Baptised Christian. It was not until 1215 however that the seven sacraments were officially named.  It was in the Council of Trent in 1547 that it was defined as being a matter of faith that there were  seven  sacraments- namely – Baptism, Confirmation, Eucharist, Penance, Anointing the sick, Holy Orders and Matrimony
