	WELCOME
If you’re visiting, are new to the area, or just live here, you are most welcome in our sister parishes. We are delighted you have joined us. If you are new to the parish please make yourself known to Fr Jock and ask for details of how to register on the parishes’ roll.
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Today is our Lenten Reconciliation Sunday, with several priests available to celebrate the sacrament just before the beginning of the Vigil and Sunday Masses…..and this year we are also offering a Communal Service of Reconciliation - at 7pm at St Mary Magdalene’s this Tuesday 20 March.  This second service will offer an opportunity for a longer chat with a priest than is possible at the Sunday celebrations. 

We are very grateful to Fr Paul Graham OSA, Fr Ian Wilson OSA, Fr Martin Moran OMI, Fr Gordon Brown and Fr Aelred Connolly OP for being with us (at different times) on Saturday evening and Sunday morning – and  Fr Jim Smith, Fr Syriac Palakudiyil OFM Cap and Mgr Frank Kerr for joining us on Tuesday evening - when the RCIA candidates will celebrate Reconciliation for the first time – please pray for them.

(And just in case you’re wondering about all those initials, they refer to different religious orders ….OSA – the Order of St Augustine; OMI – Oblate of Mary Immaculate; OP – Order of Preachers (better known as the Dominicans); and OFM Cap – the Capuchins, a branch of the Franciscan Order). 
Today, Sunday, 18 March, at 2.30pm in St John’s Church Hall, there will be SCIAF Stations of the Cross - these Stations of the Cross - produced by SCIAF as part of their Lent campaign - are different from the normal in that the steps on Jesus's journey to Cavalry are illustrated by images from the lives of the poor in Cambodia who are the theme of this year's Wee Box campaign. Siobhan Wright from SCIAF will also give us a short talk on their activities in that part of the world. Refreshments will be provided. 
Safeguarding Training Courses for all Parish Volunteers with PVG – today Sunday 18 March – 1pm - St Mary’s, Leith:   Our safeguarding co-ordinators, Alison Connelly and Peter Gillam write: ‘All volunteers in the parishes who have obtained protection of vulnerable group (PVG) certification are required by the Archdiocese to attend a two hour training course.   These courses are designed to help you if you become aware of any concerns you have whilst being involved with vulnerable persons.   There are two training events arranged in Edinburgh (106 Constitution Street) this month, one a fortnight ago, the other next Sunday at 1pm in the St Mary’s Star of the Sea Church Hall. Volunteers are urged to attend. Once again, this Easter we are collecting donations of Easter Eggs at both Masses on Easter Sunday.  These will be distributed to those in need and and to Jericho House.
This newsletter also contains our three monthly Legho newsletter – an initiative that is part of our efforts to renew the St John’s partnership with Legho village in Tanzania, now well into its fourth decade.
