How often have you looked at the weather

Are you a farmer or grower? Does your work
involve buying, selling or processing food?
One thing is certain: you depend on regular
food supplies for yourself, your family and
everyone you know. You also know that this
time of year is critical as so many crops ripen

and approach harvest.

In Judaism, the Jubilee, which happened
every fifty years, guaranteed farmers time for
prayer and study because fields remained
uncultivated. No planting took place before
the Jubilee, because crops wouldn't be
harvested, or during the year itself because
that needed land to be cultivated.
